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ARQUETIPO

Este 6.° ndmero da 3.2 série de Biblos. Revista da Faculdade de Letras da Universidade
de Coimbra apresenta um conjunto de contributos dedicado ao tema do arquétipo.
Ideia e/ou imagem simbdlica de um modelo (gr. zpos) primordial (gr. arke), o
arquétipo infiltra tdo profundamente a histéria da humanidade, numa translagio
entre tempos, lugares e culturas, que condensa um dos esteios que mais firmemente
sustém a relacio do ser humano com o mundo. Se, por um lado, pode ser alvo das
interrogagoes que se colocam a qualquer categoria universal, por outro lado, poten-
cia conceptualizagoes e priticas que favorecem uma dinimica integradora e aberta
A transformacao. Nessa medida, a articulagdo entre o #ypos e as suas realizagdes con-
templa um leque de declinagdes dotado de uma extraordindria riqueza.

Na secgdo inicial de Artigos, sdo tratados temas que vao da antropologia cul-
tural, da histéria das religioes ou da geo-antropologia, até 4 critica textual, a ciéncia
da informacio, a diddtica, & geografia da paisagem ou a anatopia. Ao contributo
criativo de Ana Marques Gastao, na sec¢io Cruzamentos, segue-se a Entrevista de
Guilherme d’Oliveira Martins, “Arquétipo: a utopia como horizonte”, conduzida
por Ana Teresa Peixinho.

Abre o volume o artigo que ¢ dedicado ao arquétipo da Terra Biblica por
Sofia Cardetas Beato, no quadro do universo da histéria das religides e sob o ponto
de vista tedrico-teoldgico. Canaa, Fenicia e Filisteia e Terra de Israel sdo os lugares
destacados, no seio de um agregado conceptual que abrange vérios espacos de dife-
renciagio e de interagdo. A partir de textos biblicos e extrabiblicos, a investigadora
indaga valéncias de ordem social, politica, geografica e religiosa que convocam
diversas culturas. O arquétipo que lhes estd subjacente compreende, pois, uma
dindmica integradora de lugares e memorias, caracterizando espagos nem sempre
convergentes com a atual geografia politica.

Por sua vez, o conceito de arquétipo convoca um padrio geo-antropoldgico
que Sebastido Pinheiro Gongalves de Cerqueira-Neto considera imposto & comu-
nidade ndo homogénea de Helvécia, o distrito, situado no extremo sul da Bahia,

cujas populacoes sao maioritariamente descendentes de quilombos. O estudioso



do Instituto Federal da Bahia apresenta as transformagoes em ato nessa locali-
dade, para problematizar a cultura quilombola e, concomitantemente, os termos
em que ¢ exercido o poder politico-administrativo, econémico e de pertenga. Por
essa via, mostra como o contraponto entre rural e urbano, entre descendente de
quilombola e de colonizador ou entre visées diferenciadas da comunidade de Hel-
vécia deixa hiatos, camuflados por um relacionamento multipolar infiltrado pelo
capitalismo internacional.

As dguas, as suas virtudes sobrenaturais, os seus beneficios salutiferos e o seu
culto sao a matéria sobre a qual se detém José d’Encarnagao, tomando por referén-
cia a nogio de arquétipo como manifestagio do inconsciente coletivo, na senda de
Carl Gustav Jung. O didlogo estabelecido entre arqueologia, epigrafia, etimologia,
geografia e histéria das religioes serve de guia a um percurso que leva por destaca-
dos lugares da Peninsula Ibérica, e ainda por alguns outros que se estendem para
além dela, ancestralmente ligados as dguas.

No ambito da critica textual, a nogio de arquétipo ¢ uma pedra basilar.
A ordenagio da forma cancioneiro petrarquiana ¢ seguidamente estudada por Rita
Marnoto, em fungio do conceito ecdético de arquétipo, considerado na sua his-
toricidade. O modo segundo o qual, a0 longo dos séculos, a disposicao sequencial
das composicoes que constituem o Cancioneiro foi sendo concebida, bem como as
questdes de hierarquizagio, colocadas pelos testemunhos em causa, sao pois explo-
rados na sua correlagao. Dal resulta que o tratamento da matéria requer a exposi-
¢io do arquétipo a uma temporalidade que era j4 reconhecida pelos humanistas.

Nesse mesmo quadro metodolégico, David Gonzélez Ramirez analisa as
questdes colocadas pela identificagio do arquétipo das primeiras tradugées, para
espanhol-castelhano, do Decameron, de Giovanni Boccaccio, langando as bases da
sua edigdo. Sendo as duas mais antigas versdes conhecidas anénimas e parciais, hd
a considerar, por um lado, o original italiano que lhes serviu de texto de partida
e, por outro lado, o stemma que lhes é relativo. Nesse sentido, o estudioso da
Universidade de Jaén langa o plano de uma edigio critica que tomard como texto-
-base a impressao sevilhana de 1496, a colacionar com a tradu¢io manuscrita da
Biblioteca do Escorial, e tomando como referéncia o manuscrito P do Decameron.

A exploragio da nocio de arquétipo, no campo disciplinar da ciéncia da

informagao, é desenvolvida por Maria Beatriz Moscoso Marques e Liliana Esteves
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Gomes a partir de um amplo horizonte, dimensionado em termos epistemoldgi-
cos, histéricos e sociais. A andlise do didlogo, estabelecido ao longo dos tempos,
entre a ciéncia da informagio e dreas disciplinares como a arquivistica, a bibliote-
conomia, a museologia ¢ a documentacio, ilustra um percurso que fundamenta
e esclarece o seu estatuto transdisciplinar. Acompanha a passagem de um para-
digma custodial e pré-cientifico, vinculado a conservagio material, a um novo
paradigma pés-custodial e cientifico, mais apostado nos contetidos. As autoras do
artigo mostram bem as potencialidades que na atualidade se oferecem a ciéncia da
informagao, como espago de simbiose entre essas duas vertentes, privilegiando a
esfera publica.

O envolvimento, na diddtica da disciplina de Histéria de Espanha, de
arquétipos temdticos e disciplinares, é confrontado pelo grupo de investigadores,
formado por Nicolds Martinez-Valcdrcel, Ramén Garcia-Marin e Martha Ortega-
Rolddn, com a evolugio metodoldgica mais recentemente verificada em Espa-
nha. A investigaco, levada a cabo acerca da utilizagio de factos do presente e da
respetiva adequagio ao ensino da Histéria de Espanha, baseou-se na experiéncia
diddtica realizada em 23 escolas do nivel secunddrio. Permitiu apurar quais os
periodos do passado que, ao serem lecionados, congregaram um maior nimero de
remissoes para a contemporaneidade, quais os temas do presente contemplados e
a que materiais mediadores se fez recurso.

Completa a secgio de Artigos o estudo que Jodo Luis Fernandes dedica 2
replicagdo, para fins turisticos, de arquétipos de paisagens e de lugares de lazer.
A anilise incide sobre multiplas situagées, que convocam paisagens, climas e
enquadramentos sociais e antropoldégicos muito diversos. Paralelamente, s3o apro-
fundados os desafios inerentes s deslocalizagées de indole uniformizadora e glo-
balizante, manejados por este tipo de anatopias. Ao questionamento da relagio
entre original e replicacio, realidade e fantasia, lonjura e proximidade, acrescenta-
-se a problematizacio da relagio entre mundo global e espago confinado.

Completam o niimero uma secgdo de recensdes, bem como o convite a par-

ticipacdo no préximo volume de Biblos, dedicado ao tema Dissidéncias.

Boccaccio. Fragilita di un genio.
Milano: Mondadori, 447 p.

In a literary criticism sphere as dense as the Giovanni Boccaccio’s studies, the
embodied volume by Marco Santagata distinguishes itself for being transversal,
for presenting a reviewed prospect of the field, and for the material expansion
it triggers. The advanced place that, in the history of literature belongs into the
work of the #re corone, Dante, Petrarca, and Boccaccio, is correlated to the power
of its contexture, conferring by itself an extraordinary complexity to the analysed
theme. To that, it is added, just like in any classic, the width of a critical speech,
generated among the centuries, which has been developed through an exponential
growth. Even in any of the three cases — Dante, Petrarca, and Boccaccio —, the
critical speech’s origins go back to the times when writers were actually taking part
into that dialogue themselves.

This remand to the work of the zre corone is essential to the comprehension
of Boccaccio. Fragilita di un genio, as well as the context in which it has been
written. In the heart of several themes to which Santagata has been dedicating his
work, there has been defined a line that, in a continuous and articulated manner,
has crossed the work of Dante, Petrarca, and Boccaccio. In the case of the first
two writers, it contemplates both critical analysis and text edition. From 1988
on, the professor from the Pisa University has been publishing a series of volumes
dedicated to Francesco Petrarca, inaugurated in that very year with Petrarca ¢ i
Colonna (1988), and sealed by I frammenti dell anima. Storia e racconto nel Canzo-
niere di Petrarca (1992), which had a new edition in 2011. In parallel, Santagata
has prepared the comment of the Canzoniere (1996) and coordinated the edition
of Trionfi. Rime estravaganti. Codice degli abbozzi (1996) to the Meridiani from
Arnaldo Mondadori. Regarding Dante Alighieri, between Dante. 1l romanzo della
sua vita (2012) and 1/ racconto della Commedia (2017), there were several other

essays, as well as the coordination of the commented edition from the poet to the
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Meridiani (2014). A Dante themed novel is to be added, Come donna innamorata
(2015), Strega finalist award.

This said, Boccaccio. Fragilita di un genio, actually preceded by Boccaccio
indiscreto. 1l mito di Fiammetta, from the same year, comes as the ulterior piece
of work, framing the #re corone. It should be outlined, for an audience who is less
familiarised with Italian literature, that the interrelation in the work of tre corone
is an acquired critic premise.

The central body of the volume is divided into three parts which, according
to a chronological order, follow Giovanni Boccaccio’s intellectual path: youth
(1313-1340), maturity (1341-1360) and elderness (1361-1375). Each of them
is internally organised into chapters and subchapters. The monographical profile
of this essay reviews and articulates family relationships, intellectual and mer-
chant education, places and journeys, social positioning, relationing manners,
intellectual networks, contact and correspondence linkages, coeval testimonials,
possessions, acquisitions and tributations. Placed in the core of this contexture,
the writer’s literary production shall be enlightened by a range of perceptions,
which, besides enlarging and enriching its interpretation, corroborate its actual
deepening.

One of the traits which immediately stands out to the reader is how, in its
almost 300 pages, the treatment and exploration of intricate critic contents, some-
times saturated by the positions’ debate, flow through a language showing plenty
of clarity and simplicity. Not even the communicational plan — how it will be
mentioned — is affected by the interposition of a detailed network of remands
and quotations, opinions and counter-opinions about the matter. Furthermore,
neither the critic’s plan loses deepness or meaningfulness. In fact, the book is
structured at several levels. After the referred central body from this volume, there
is a section with numbered notes indicating the passages of Boccaccio, as well as
other literary authors which keep being cited, by remission or transcription, and
include the translation of each step in latin. However, it is after the bibliography
that the master structure of Boccaccio. Fragilita di un genio is set up. This is the
“Annotazioni” section, in which, through nearly a hundred pages the main ties of
the Boccaccian criticism are discussed in a specific and supported way. In it lays

the erudition body, whose illations are presented in the main body of the book.

In fact, the previous essay from Marco Santagata, Boccaccio indiscreto. 1] mito di
Fiammetta, structured around the figure of Fiammetta and which boasts a more
academic profile, presents itself as the laboratory from where Boccaccio. Fragilita
di un genio has came out. Thus, each reader is offered the possibility to build its
preferential path across the volume, crossing contents from several sections or
managing absolute choices.

By proceeding to an in-depth review of the Boccaccio’s critique, Marco San-
tagata takes as reference points both great scholars that, between the late 19" and
the early 20% century, have been dedicated to the writer (Arnaldo Della Torre,
Attilio Hortis, Domenico Guerri, Francesco Torraca, Vicenzo Crescini), and the
new generation that emerges after the post-war times (Giorgio Padoan, Giuseppe
Billanovich or Vittore Branca, names that are worth so many others), as well as
the numerous line-up of investigators who, throughout the more recent decades,
have been exploring the work of Boccaccio and applying the methods of ecdotic.
From this, it often results the identification, amongst the 19 century critique, of
the origins of the view points and the information that, misplaced in its times,
came to gain a new life through indirect causality. Following that circuit, results
of more recent research are subject to a validation that confronts and regards solu-
tions, either through developing logical paths leading to irrefutable conclusions,
or recognising that the complexity of the matter or the kind of its sources justifies
some previous careful consideration.

At the very first pages, there is an approach to the vexat quaestio of Boc-
caccio’s birthplace. Despite having several indications pointing to the location of
Certaldo, supported by a precision that even lists the existing fossils in the area,
Marco Santagata does not exclude the hypothesis that the birthplace was Florence,
considering an epistle written by Boccaccio at an advanced age and the work De
montibus. Nevertheless, Santagata does not take into account the Paris hypothesis,
showing how eventual self or autobiographical mentions from Boccaccio to Paris
are either framed into a context of parody or dependent on a fictional coherence.
There is a different position assumed by the author of Boccaccio. Fragilita di un
genio, regarding the first works’ chronology. The line-up chain Caccia di Diana,

Filocolo and Filostrato is confirmed by a chronological analysis which brings to
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the collation a broad and even tortuous sequel, among projections which, coming
from the 19" century, still have echoes nowadays.

Besides that, one of the fields in which the shrewdness of this essay outco-
mes is the literary relation of Boccaccio with Dante as well as with Petrarca. In
the case of Petrarca, it was also experiential. Santagata shows how, at Decameron,
Boccaccio follows the trays of Commedia, not only in the poetics plan — in a
book that starts poorly and ends up well, according to the epistle, of dantian
attribution, to Cangrande della Scala — but also in terms of discursive field and
historical integration. Following the same track, Boccaccio is elected as one of the
writers of the 14™ century who understood best the dialogue that Dante instituted
between vulgate and Latin. Besides, the meeting with Petrarca is interpreted not
only as the nodule which directed the humanism of Boccaccio in a ethic sense, but
also as the spring — /z molla, Santagata writes — which has launched the Decame-
ron. Both the Decameron and the Canzoniere represent macrotexts composed by
several microtexts, the first in prose, the second in verse. Nevertheless, Santagata
notes the precedency is held by Boccaccio. Therein is the line uniting between two
other crowns — Dante and Petrarca — drawn by Boccaccio, and therein lays the
fragility of a genius.

Geniality and fragility open the reception trajectories for this writer, right
from the beginning with Griselda. In the sequence of other critiques, Marco San-
tagata admits that the translation to latin, elaborated by Petrarca, of the last novel
of Decameron, could have never been known by Boccaccio. The fact is that the
reception of Griselda, both in vulgate as in Latin, was portentous, and Portugal is
not an exception. Exceptional is the critique empty space observed in field of Boc-
caccio reception studies in Portugal, which is so deep and where it is possible to

distinguish, just like residual points of light, the interventions of Piero Ceccucci.
